In a major move to
enhance road infrastructure
and ease traffic congestion,
five out of six toll plazas
on the L&T Bypass Road
in Coimbatore will be
closed starting August 1,
according to an official
announcement by District
Collector Pawankumar
Giriyappanavar. Only the
Madukkarai toll plaza will
remain operational, where
revised toll collection will
commence from the same
date.

The 28-km-long
L&T Bypass stretches
from Neelambur on the
Coimbatore-Avinashi Road
to Madukkarai. Though
designated as a bypass,
the road has remained a
two-lane stretch since
its inauguration in 1999.
[t was the first privately
maintained toll road in South
India, managed by Larsen
& Toubro (L&T) under
a 30-year toll collection
agreement. Despite being
a vital link for vehicles
traveling between Kerala,

Karnataka, and various parts
of Tamil Nadu—bypassing
the city center—the road
has faced increasing safety
concerns due to its limited
width. Frequent accidents
have been reported at
key junctions such as
Ravathur, Venkittapuram,
Eachanari, Bodipalayam,
Nachipalayam, and
Chinthamanipudur.

Coimbatore, Tamil
Nadu’s second-largest
city, has experienced rapid
growthinrecentyears, with
an estimated population
of 3.5 million, including
its suburbs. The city has
become a magnet for job
seekers fromnorthern states,
southern Tamil Nadu, and
neighboring Kerala. This
economicboom, along with
the expansion of industrial
establishments in and
around the city, has led
to a dramatic increase in
vehicular traffic over the
past two decades.

To address these
challenges, the Ministry
of Road Transport and

Highways recently
transferred control of the
bypass to the National
Highways Authority of India
(NHAI) on April 1. The
NHAI has since taken over
toll collection and initiated
plans to expand the bypass
from a two-lane to a four-
lane highway, significantly
improving road safety and
traffic flow.

The fivetoll plazassetto
be decommissioned include
those at Neelambur, two
near Chinthamanipudur,
and two adjacent to Karpa
gam University. Going
forward, toll collection will
be centralized at the Maduk
karai plaza, and discounted
toll rates will be offered
to vehicles registered in
Coimbatore district.

The move has been
widely welcomed by
motorists and residents,
who hope the upgrade will
not only reduce travel time
and accident rates but also
supportthe city’s continued
developmentas anindustrial
and economic hub.

anniversary of the
passing of Dr. APJ Abdul

Kalam, fondly remembered
as the “Missile Man of India”
and the “People’s President.”
His remarkable journey from
a humble background in
Rameswaram, Tamil Nadu, to
the highest office in the nation
continues to inspire millions
across the globe.

Born on October 15,
1931, to a Tamil Muslim
family in Rameswaram, Avul

Pakir Jainulabdeen Abdul
Kalam grew up in modest
circumstances. His father,
Jainulabdeen Marakayar, was
a boat owner and imam of a

local mosque, while his mother,
Ashiamma, was ahomemaker.
Asthe youngestoffive siblings,
Kalam faced financial hardships
early on, selling newspapers
to support his family. Despite
these challenges, his passion
for learning, particularly in
mathematics and science,
propelled himto pursueadegree

in aeronautical engineering
from the Madras Institute of
Technology in 1957.

Dr. Kalam’s career as a
scientist was illustrious, marked
by significant contributions
to India’s space and defense
programs. He joined the Defence
Research and Development
Organisation (DRDO) in 1958
and later moved to the Indian
Space Research Organisation
(ISRO), where he served as
the project director for the
SLV-III, India’s firstindigenous
satellite launch vehicle. This
achievement in 1980 earned
India a place in the exclusive
space club. His leadership in
the Integrated Guided Missile
Development Programme
(IGMDP) at DRDO led to the
development of the Agni and
Prithvi missiles, earning him
the title “Missile Man of India.”
Kalam’s pivotal role in the
1998 Pokhran-II nuclear tests
further solidified his legacy as
a national hero.

In 2002, Kalam was

elected the 11th President of
India, serving until 2007. His
presidency was defined by his
accessibility and dedication
to the people, particularly
the youth, whom he inspired
through hislectures and writings.
Known for his humility, he
was often seen interacting with
students, encouraging them
to dream big and contribute
to India’s development. His
vision for a developed India
by 2020, outlined in his book
India 2020: A Vision for the
New Millennium, emphasized
technology, education, and
healthcare as pillars of progress.

Kalam’s literary
contributions, including Wings
of Fire, Ignited Minds, and
My Journey, have become
household names, translated into
multiple Indian languages and
inspiring readers worldwide. His
numerous accolades, including
the Padma Bhushan (1981),
Padma Vibhushan (1990), and
Bharat Ratna (1997), reflecthis
profound impact on science

and society.

Tragically, on July 27,
2015, Dr. Kalam suffered a
cardiac arrest while delivering
a lecture at the Indian Institute
of Management in Shillong.
He passed away at the age of
83, leaving behind a nation
in mourning. His funeral in
Rameswaram was attended by
thousands, and a memorial
inaugurated in 2017 by Prime
Minister Narendra Modi stands
as a tribute to his legacy,
featuring replicas of rockets
and missiles he worked on.

Dr. Kalam’s life remains
a testament to perseverance,
innovation, and service. His
famous words, “Dream is
not that which you see while
sleeping; it is something that
doesnotletyousleep,” continue
toresonate, urging generations
to strive for excellence. As we
reflect on his contributions,
India honors a visionary who
not only shaped its scientific
landscape but also ignited the
minds of its people.
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Question: When [ am
demotivated, when [ face
some failure, when things
don’t work out or take too
long, how do [ keep myself
motivated in life?

Onaverage, around 1,500 outpatients
visit the hospital daily, of whom nearly 100 report
with fever. A few cases of dengue, viral fever, and
flu have been identified, and 23 cases of malaria
were also treated earlier this month.

He emphasized that dengue spreads through
mosquito bites, particularly when rainwater
accumulates around homes due to discarded
containers or waste. Residents are advised to ensure
no stagnant water remains near or around their
houses and to install mosquito nets on windows.

Untreated fever can lead
to dehydration and other complications.

People
should boil water before consumption to avoid
