At last Coimbatore gets ‘Town Kazi' All Jamaath Federation thank CM
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Muslims more particularly
the jamaath executives besides
religious leaders and Ulema now
heaveasigh ofrelieffollowing the
appointment of Coimbatore Town
Kazi. Moulana Alhaj M A Abdul
Raheem Imdadi Bagavi has been
chosen for the coveted post by the
Tamil Nadu Government. Thanks
to Chief Minister M K Stalin for
showing concern for the welfare
of Muslims. All credit goes to
Haji M A Inayathullah, general
secretary, All Jamaath Federation
and M I Mohamed Ali, general
secretary, Coimbatore District
United Jamaath for pulling strings
from several sides to get things
done. Of course, several Muslim
outfits extended cooperation on
this count.

Acting on a direction, the
Coimbatore District Collector
Pavan Kumar G Giriyappanavar
constituted a selection panel to
shortlist five persons for the
post of Town Kazi which was
forwarded to the Tamil Nadu
Government’s Backward Classes,
Most Backward Classes and
Minorities Welfare department.
Based on the shortlisted three

Ulema by the committee, the
Principal Secretary to Government
passed an order dated 11.07.2025.

As per the order, the newly
appointed Coimbatore District
Town Kazi M A Abdul Raheem

will serve for a period of three
years from the date of assuming
office. Meanwhile, the Jamaath
Federation besides executives
of various mosques and Ulema
members felicitated the Town
Kazi at an event held at Podanur
Masjdhul Jannah and greeted him.
Interestingly, the appointment
was made after a gap of 25 years.
Despite several district collectors
taking the initiative to ensure
the Town Kazi was appointed.
Sadly, the move failed to take
off on one pretext or the other
as the Dakhni Sunnath Jamaath

insisted the Town Kazi from the
Urdu speaking clergy as it was a
tradition from time immemorial.
Hence, the post was lying vacant
for over two and a half decades.\

Notably, the post fell vacant
following the passing away of
Moulana Syed Qasim on June 7,
2000. Qasim served for over 22
years from November 11, 1978.
Lack of mutual understanding
and cooperation among the
Ulema, Jamaaths, Islamic outfits
led to inordinate delay in the
appointment of ‘Town Kazi’ while
not to speak of the Dakhni Sunnat
Jamaat members claiming right
as traditionally the post was held
by the clerics from their clan.

A peek into the pages of
‘Pettagam’, a compilation of
300 years history of Coimbatore

Muslims brought by Holy Quran
researcher, writerand publisher Dr
A Ameer Althaf, a chapter titled
‘Town Kazi 1938’ revealed that
even before Indian Independence
Town Kazis were appointed in
the Muslim dominant localities.
As such, the post of Kazi existed
in six areas--Kanur, Thudiyalur,
Ondipudur, Thondamuthur, Sevur
and Kunnathur then. Details of
who held the poststill 1937 couldn’t
be ascertained.

[tislearntthatthe ‘Town Kazi’
played apivotal role in sorting out
all issues in jamaaths at a time
when Jamaat Ul Ulama Sabai didn’t
exist. Even after the formation
of Jamaat-Ul-Ulama Sabai, the
need for Town Kazi was seriously
felt by the Muslim community.
A copy of the court document
publishised in Pettagam revealed
the details of those who held the
post of Town Kazi traditionally
in Coimbatore after 1938.

Quite explicit that Town
Kazi post was held by Urdu
speaking clerics as Coimbatore
had a sizeable Dakhni Muslims
then. Now, the situation is totally
differentas Tamil and Malayalam
speaking Muslim populations have
surpassed the other counterparts.
Several attempts were made by

the district heads since 2000
persuading the Jamaaths, [slamic
outfits, Ulema to work in unison
for the selection of an Islamic
scholar as Town Kazi shedding
all linguistic differences.
Meanwhile, there were views
from several quarters for having
two posts of Town Kazi namely
Coimbatore South and Coimbatore
North as Coimbatore witnessed
massive growth and expansion.
Perhaps, this could have resolved
the confronting issues had the
Government taken a decision for
anamicable solution which would
havebeen acceptable by everyone.
Asto the saying --Every dark
cloud has a silver lining--the 25
year issue got resolved finally
following the appointment. The
All Jamaath Federation, Islamic
outfits, Mosque executives,
Jamaat-Ul-Ulema expressed their
gratitude to the ChiefMinister and
SM Nasar, Minister of Minorities
Welfare, Non Resident Tamils
Welfare, Refugees & Evacueesand
WakfBoard. Government of Tamil
Nadu for being instrumental in
fulfilling the demand of Muslims
in Coimbatore for having a Town
Kazi which is a dire need as
Coimbatore alone is the lone
district bereft of the post.

India’s First Inter-Hospital Swap Liver
Transplant Successfully Performed in Coimbatore
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In a groundbreaking
achievement for Indian
healthcare, two hospitals
in Coimbatore have
collaboratively performed
the country’s first-ever
inter-hospital swap liver
transplant, giving a new
lease on life to two patients
suffering from end-stage
liver disease.

The complex procedure
was successfully executed
through a joint effort
between GEM Hospital and
Sri Ramakrishna Hospital
in Coimbatore - marking
a historic medical feat
that required meticulous
planning right from the
stage of patient evaluation,
donor-recipient matching,
comprehensive pre-
operative optimization
and unprecedented inter-
institutional cooperation.

The patients, a59-year-
old man from Salem
admitted in GEM Hospital
anda53-year-old man from
Tiruppur admitted in Sri
Ramakrishna Hospital,
were both in dire need

of liver transplants. Their
respective wives were
willing to donate, butblood
group incompatibility ruled
out direct donation. In a
rare stroke of opportunity,
doctors identified that a
‘swap transplant'—where
the donor of each patient
gives to the other, was
the only viable solution.
Finally, the surgery was
simultaneously performed
atboth the hospitals on 3rd
July 2025.

Unlike conventional
living donor liver
transplantation, where a
relative donates directly to

the patient,aswap transplant
enables patients who donot
have a compatible donor
within their own family
to exchange donors with
another family in a similar
situation. This approach
expands the donor pool

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had a strong connection to Central Theatre
located at North Coimbatore on the
arterial Mettupalayam road. Old-timers
still remember the iconic cinema house
which was purchased jointly by Ramasamy
Naicker and actress Saroja Devi from DLSK
company in 1957 which was renovated and
opened for cinegoers’ in 1962.

Spread across a 2 acre site, the theatre
had a seating capacity of 1,500 with an
effective sound system. And the maiden
movie screened during its opening was
Elizabeth Taylor starring Cleopatra which
ran to packed houses during the heydays of
cinema. In short, Central Theatre became a
hotspot for school and college students as
English movies from 20th Century Fox and
Paramount Pictures were screened between
3.30pm and 5pm.
